PROCEDURES FOR PROPER SPECIMEN IDENTIFICATION 

IN BLOOD BANK

BLOOD BANK SPECIMENS
The American Association of Blood Banks, in their standards for blood banks and transfusions services (21st Edition, 2002), requires that blood samples processed for Blood Type and RH, and Antibody Screen be labeled as follows:  “The sample label must contain two independent patient identifiers (First Name, Last Name and Date of Birth, Patient ID Number, Social Security Number, or Req ID Number) plus the collection date.
THERAPEUTIC DRUG TESTING

The following therapeutic drug tests must be collected in a plain Red Top Tube containing no gel.  Specimens submitted in SST Tubes will be rejected.
